ASSUMPTIONS 

 
 

- That other elementary and secondary educational institutions can contribute to 
and benefit from membership in the Network. 

 
- That educational institutions that have not been a part of the Sacred Heart 

tradition can develop into true vehicles of the Society’s mission through 
membership in the Network. 

 
- That membership in the Network is a means of contributing to American 

education. 
 

- That after an educational institution has been a provisional member for a period 
of three years, either the affiliation is formalized by full membership, or the 
provisional membership is extended for a limited time, or the affiliation is 
dropped. 

 
- That provisional membership and full membership require the approval of the 

provincial team and the affirmative vote of two-thirds of those eligible to vote at 
the annual meeting of the provincial team, board chairs, and heads of school. 
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MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT 
(April 2008) 

 
 

I. Full membership: This is the status of the present twenty-one member schools. 
Conditions of full and continued membership will be: 
 
A.  Commitment to carrying out the current Goals and Criteria 
 
B.  Agreement to cooperate in an on-going reflection and accountability process, to 

report on the way the school is implementing the current Goals and Criteria 
recommendations received in such a process (SHCOG) 

 
C.  Agreement to participate in Network activities, such as trustees’ conferences, 

heads’ meetings, membership meetings, i.e., meetings of the provincial team, 
board chairs and heads of school and educational programs 

  
D.  Payment of annual dues and participation assessments as required 
 
E.  Existence of a duly constituted independent governance structure, which has 

been approved by the provincial team 
 
F.  Accreditation by the appropriate state and/or regional agency for each 

institution 
 
II.  Provisional Membership: This level of membership will be  offered to a school that 

requests membership and is willing to meet all the conditions set forth above. This 
level is for a maximum three-year period, at the end of which a SHCOG evaluation 
will be carried out to ascertain whether the members (provincial team, board chairs 
and heads of school) will either approve full membership, or extend provisional 
membership for a limited time, or terminate the relationship.   

 
A provisional member will be a non-voting member of the Network. A provisional 
member school participates in Network activities and draws on Network services at 
its own expense as determined by the Network Board. A school may identify itself 
as a Sacred Heart School and member of the Network of Sacred Heart Schools only 
after it has been granted full membership.
